Peter had all the Dog 

and handlers stand in a line, and the Judge and Trial Secretary went down the line scanning each of the dogs for their Microchip 

numbers and also meeting the dogs, observing and checking their temperament. Peter was very stern on making sure that the dogs 

temperament was stable and secure, as he advised the competitors that a dog competing in IPO must be stable and secure in every 

working phase of the trail.

Sydney really turned on the cold weather for the competitors, Saturday morning temperature a freezing -1 degree! The 

Queenslanders where in shock not being acclimatized to such a cold temperature, the frost was thick like ice at 6.30am, leaving the 

track layer John Daniel with numb feet, even in thick gumboots!!!!! {ǘƛƭƭ ƛǘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ǎǘƻǇ ŀ ƘǳƎŜ ŎǊƻǿŘ ŀǘǘŜnding the tracking phase, 

plenty of support for the competitors .
